Vision Screening Terminology

Myopia – Near-sightedness –Individual can see near objects

Hyperopia – Far-sightedness – Individual can see far objects

Astigmatism – Cornea, Eyeball or Lens Irregularity – resulting in distorted image.

Gaze Deviation/Asymmetry – Misalignment of both eyes or Strabismus

Anisocoria – Both eyes have different pupil size.

Amisometropia – Both eyes have unequal refractive power.

Amblyopia – (lazy eye) unseen eye defect caused by poor vision development, often caused by one or more of the above detectable issues.  Correctable up to age 7.
